Approximating an egg as having a spherical surface,

as in the 1872 book of Jellett or 1909 book of Crabtree,

iS very accurate once the egg is within about 45 degrees

of vertical. Shown is the Egg from the Moffatt and Shimomura
paper with circles superposed on the ends. This shows that,

the end of an egg is close to a sphere (matches to third

order since the third order term is zero for both egg and sphere).
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
